Sky’s the Limit

The Zodiacal Light is a faint,
roughly triangular, whitish glow

seen in the night sky extended
up from the vicinity of the sun
along the ecliptic or zodiac.

It’s tough to find, and the best
time is from Sunday, Sept. 5 for
two weeks in the east morning
twilight.

On Thursday, Sept. 16 and Fri-
day, Sept. 17, look southeast-east
near the moon with good binocu-
lars or a telescope and see Saturn
and Jupiter day in the daylight

from 6:45 p.m. till nightfall.

On Wednesday, Sept. 22, at 1:21
p.m., the summer’s officially over
and fall begins.
