Moon- Saturday, June 16: look
NWW at dusk before setting into the
midnight horizon.

2. Saturn at Opposition and
Full Moon duo- Wednesday, June
27 after sunset in the SE, these two
will be up all night before setting
together in the dawn SW.

3. Regulus next to Crescent
Moon - Monday, June 18th look

the next month:
Rare “One Time”
Guided Tour to the Majorville
Medicine Wheel & Carmangay
Sundial- This is it; Wednesday, July
4.

You can’t buy this type of tour
anywhere so take it while you can.
